The JAE Is conducted annually by the Ministry of
Education (MOE) to allow holders of GCE O-Level
certificate to apply for admission to courses offered
by the Junior Colleges (JCs), Millennia Institute (Ml),
Polytechnics and Institute of Technical Education (ITE).
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JOINT ADMISSIONS EXERCISE (JAE)

All students successfully admitted to a school through the Direct
School Admission-JC (DSAJC) Exercise / Polytechnic Early
Admissions Exercise (Poly EAE) / ITE Early Admissions Exercise (ITE
EAE) will not be able to participate in JAE.

Students will be informed of the school they have been admitted
to under the DSA-JC/Poly EAE/ITE EAE together with the release
of the GCE ‘O’ Level Examination results.

Unsuccessful DSA-JC/Poly EAE/ITE EAE students will be able to
parficipate in JAE and they will receive JAE Form A containing
courses that they are eligible to apply for.
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JOINT ADMISSIONS EXERCISE (JAE)

Form A contains the JAE PIN, GCE 'O’ Level
Examination results, Aggregate scores and the
Eligible Courses of each student.

Form J shows the list of Nitec courses a student
Is eligible to apply for based on his/her GCE
'‘O" Level examination results. GCE ‘'O’
students receiving the JAE Form A may also
apply for Nitec courses.

All applications for courses must be submitted online
through the JAE-Internet System (JAE-IS). The JAE-IS is
accessible through the JAE website at
WWw.moe.gov.sg/jae

You are required to key in your NRIC / FIN and
SingPass or JAE PIN to gain access to the JAE-Internet
System (JAE-IS). JAE PIN is found in Form A.

Accepting the “alternative posting” helps students to
secure a place In a post-secondary education
institution (PSEl); Students who wish to appeal for a
transfer to another course or institfution should
approach the institution directly.
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Direct School Admission - JCs

Students who had accepted offers through the 2022 Direct
School Admission — Junior Colleges (DSA-JC) will be admitted to
their chosen JC if they have met the eligibility criteria for
admission based on their GCE O-Level examination results.

Students admitted to a JC through DSA-JC will not be eligible 1o
participate in the JAE.

Students who do not meet the JC admission criteria may take
part in the JAE to apply for courses which they are eligible for.

The posting results of the JAE application will be
released on Thursday, 2 February 2023 through the
following modes:

« Short Message Service (SMS) to the Singapore
mobile number provided by the applicant during
registration

« JAE-IS, accessible through the JAE website
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JC transfers after JAE

Students who wish to appeal for a JC fransfer on
other grounds may submit their appeals to JCs
directly but they are likely to be unsuccessful if they
have not met that JC's course COP in this year's JAE
or do not present extenuating circumstances.

Students successfully allocated a school via DSA-JC
will not be allowed to fransfer to another JC. They are
expected to honour their commitment to the DSA-JC
schools.
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APPEAL FOR REVIEW OF RESULTS

All appeals must be submitted through the school.

A fee will be charged for an appeal to review the
result for each subject.

Students who accepted a place in the earlier application phase
of the DPP in December but have now decided to take up a PFP
offer will need to apply to ITE to withdraw from the DPP first,
before they are able to take up the PFP offer.
